However, the GO enables such
industrial units in the situation
of the ‘seller attracted issue’ to
also seek permission under Sec-
tion 37-A to hold the excess land.
The authorised officer under the
land ceiling Act action can de-
clare such land as excess land
only after denial of permission
soughtunder Section 37-A.
