Industry body apprehensive
of new MSME definition

Coimbatore, August 1
Micro, small and medium
enterprises (MSMEs) have
voiced concern over the pro-
posed change in MSME
definition from investment
criterion to annual turnover.

As per 2006 definition,
manufacturing units with
investment below ¥25 lakh
were categorised as micro,
those between %25 lakh and
X5 crore as small and those
above %5 crore to 10 crore
as medium, As per the new
definition, businesses with
revenue up to X5 crore will
be termed as micro, those
with sales between %5 crore
and %75 crore will be
deemed small and those
with revenue upwards of
X75 crore up to X250 crore
will be classified as medium-
sized enterprises

G Krithiha, Secretary of
Lagu Udyog Bharati, told

Genco and Transco are headed
by the same person, it provides

The Chief Minister said the
forecast made by the leaders of
the erstwhile united Andhra
Pradesh that if the Telangana
State was formed, it would
plunge into darkness, has been
proved wrong.
